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Research for this period centered on documenting the parents of Benjamin Kidd, the di-
rect line ancestor of the client. The client, as well as many other researchers, has been research-
ing the Kidd families of Lehigh, Northampton, and Bucks counties in Pennsylvania. Much data
has been located mentioning individuals surnamed Kidd, but no one has been able to definitively
document Benjamin’s parents. This is a classic example of a genealogical case of the eighteenth
and nineteenth centuries when it was common for no record to be found that specifically states a
relationship between father and son. In such cases this type of investigation and analysis of the
evidence, will have to depend on accepting or rejecting a family connection “beyond a reason-
able doubt”.

Initially much time was taken to study the existing documentation that had been gathered
by the client and others. It had been surmised by researchers that Benjamin Kidd was the brother
of Joseph Kidd, who both were listed as neighbors in the 1800 U.S. Census of Northampton
County, Pennsylvania. Research in the past has alleged that these men were sons of Thomas
Kidd who had lived in Hilltown, Bucks County, Pennsylvania. Previous research in deeds, mili-
~ tia records, and tax lists had placed Benjamin and Joseph Kidd in Northampton County as early
as the 1770s. They both appeared to have served with the Northampton County militia during the
Revolution.

Research for this session began by studying deeds and other Northampton County, Penn-
sylvania records in order to ascertain what Kidd individuals were in the county, where specifi-
cally they lived, and what other individuals could be associated with them. In a difficult research
problem of this time period understanding associations with other individuals with surnames
other than Kidd is crucial. Chances are that some of these individuals were related to the ances-

tral Kidd family by marriage and moved to Northampton County from the place where the Kidd
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family lived previously. Making associations between people over a number of years and over
distances can help greatly in tying families together.

Initial research began in the deeds of Northampton County, Pennsylvania. Study of the
grantee index of deeds for the county showed two transactions wherein Benjamin and Joseph
Kidd together acquired land. The earliest deed dated in May 1797 turned out to be a crucial key
to building a case for the true parentage of these men. This deed showed that representatives of
the Penn family in England were settling a dispute of persons in Allen Township residing on the
“Dry Lands.”! The courts deemed that rather than the Penn family ejecting families from their
property, the Penn family was to accept 65 pounds and 10 shillings per 100 acres of land as a
purchase price from the landholders. This deed verified that Benjamin and Joseph Kidd were un-
doubtedly brothers since the dealings of the Penn family were to be with the “settlers and their
respective heirs.” It was interesting to note that both Benjamin and Joseph Kidd together ac-
quired timberland in 1805.% This further strengthened the idea that they were siblings.

As far as Benjamin and Joseph Kidd acting as grantors of real estate, the earliest transac-
tion involved Joseph Kidd in 1783, Rather than copying the microfilm copy, which was difficult
to read, the published abstract was obtained.’ This again showed that Joseph Kidd was a resident
of Allen Township and was able to quit claim his interest in some of the land with a partial pay-
ment of wheat and rye,

As noted by the client, the church in this area that the Kidd family attended was the
Christ Lutheran and Reformed Church of Shoenersville.! Researchers had documented the bap-

tisms of the children of Benjamin and Magdalena Kidd (or Kit as noted in the record). The rea-

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son for accessing the church record was not to rehash the dates of baptism, but to understand the
identity of the sponsors fo the children’s christenings. Many times sponsors, or godparents, were
related in some way. Some of these people may have been related to Benjamin and Joseph Kidd
and their identities may help as research proceeded. Listed as sponsors were, Joh. Sterner, Cat.
Kelchner, Jacob Kleder, Abraham and Elizabeth Munch, Nickolaus and Eva Ohl, Christian and
Margareta Stender, Joseph and Catharina Albrecht, Leonhard and Magdalena Laubach, and Jo-
seph Keuger.,

1t was very helpful that the carliest deeds of Northampton County, Pennsytvania have
been abstracted. Deed abstracts are extremely helpful for genealogists since they include listings
of all individuals involved in the transaction. Where county deed indexes just include the grantee
and grantor, abstracts include witnesses, neighbors, and any other person listed in the record. In
the case of the Kidd family it was very interesting that Joseph “Kid” was listed as a witness of a
1771 deed for John Hays of Allen Township.” This placed Joseph Kidd in Allen Township as
early as 1771, His birth, which had been documented about 1750 by his tombstone in the Shoen-
ersville Church Cemetery, placed Joseph Kidd in 1771 as a man who just became of legal age
and likely at an age where he could still be tied to his parents,

The earliest published tax lists for Northampton County were dated 1772.° This record
showed only one householder surnamed Kidd, that being Thomas Kidd. Note that he was taxed
“for the land he lives on”. This wording would provide an important clue that would come into
play as the family was being documented. It is important to note that at the time that Joseph Kidd
appeared as a young man in Allen Township, Thomas Kidd also was listed as the one adult
householder. This hypothetically made Thomas Kidd an excellent candidate as Joseph’s father.

Another important point to consider is that with the compiling of the 1790 U.S, Federal
Census, Benjamin Kidd had recently married and records showed Joseph Kidd also a resident of

Allen Township. However, the 1790 U.S. Federal Census included neither Benjamin Kidd nor

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his brother Joseph, but only included the household of Thomas Kidd.” A closer inspection of this
enumeration showed that there were three males in the household over age sixteen (possibly
Thomas, Benjamin and Joseph Kidd?), three females (their wives?), and two boys under age six-
teen (possibly Benjamin’s first two sons born in 1787 and 1789).

Further studies were conducted in the tax lists of Northampton County, Pennsylvania pre-
dating 1772. These records had not been mentioned in any of the data compiled by the client.
The microfilmed tax records showed that Thomas Kidd was consistently listed as a taxable land-
owner as early as 1761.% Thomas Kidd was taxed separately for “land that he lived on”. During
these early lists the taxation of single men was conducted and a single man named Thomas Kidd
appeared and later Nathaniel Kidd appeared. This matched data compiled by others that the
Thomas Kidd of Bucks County had a son Thomas in 1745 and Nathaniel Evans Kidd in 1748. It
may be that these men were born even earlier than these suggested years.

Turning to Bucks County, Pennsylvania, a book recently published on the early deed ab-
stracts was analyzed.” The deeds showed Thomas Kidd involved in various transactions during
the 1740s and 1750s. The last mention of Thomas Kidd was his involvement in a court judgment
in 1756. Thomas Kidd was not mentioned after this time. This left the possibility that Thomas
Kidd left the area for Allen Township, Northampton County after that time. One interesting side-
light in the Bucks County records was Thomas Kidd’s involvement with transactions, which in-
cluded William Allen. This was the same William Allen who was an active landowner in North-
ampton County and who owned over 1,000 acres in Allen Township.

Research in the past has failed to uncover any probate record for Thomas Kidd in North-
ampton or Bucks County. This problem would have been solved long ago if an estate record

named Benjamin and Joseph Kidd as heirs. If there was another way that Thomas Kidd could be

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tied to Benjamin and Joseph Kidd it could be through the real estate located on the “Dry Lands.”

Through some historical study an interesting scenario has evolved.

“Dry Lands”

Historical data showed that the “Dry Lands” was an area that included what became Al-
len Township. It was called the “Dry Lands” because the limestone rock beneath the soil is so
porous that few surface streams are found.'® While much of the county was lush forest, which
was turned into fertile farmland, the area known as the “Dry Lands” was scrub oak and appeared
infertile. When most of areas of the county had a rush of settlers, this area was avoided and the
area was looked as being “barren and fearful”. The ownership of this area was part of a large
patent of land held by the famous Penn family,

In the 1750s there finally was some interest in the area labeled the “Dry Lands,” In 1745
a petition was made to the Bucks County court to have a road built through the “Dry Lands.”'!
This road was not passable until the late 1750s and at this time Germans from Bucks County be-
gan settling the area. There was a cultural divide in the area and Lutheran Germans felt like the
area, that would become Northampton County, was becoming too controlled by the Moravians.'?
There was a movement by the non-Moravians to have the people settling the “Dry Lands” to be
Lutheran or Reformed.

Most of the families that settled into the “Dry Lands” did not deal directly with the Penn
family, but squatted on the lands. The proprietors in England endeavored to keep the settlers
from occupying the “Dry Lands,” but were unsuccessful,

.. . .The setllers were anxious to secure title to their lands and were willing
fo purchase or rent, but were also determined to hold their improvements. Pefers’
peremptory denial fo their requests was a severe disappointment to them. Those

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who had made improvements (that is, cleared the land, built a cabin and tilled the

soil) continued their work and did not move out.

Obviously the state and local government during and after the Revolution would not be
friendly with the proprietors in England and looked at them as the enemy who was causing dis-
ruption in the lives of the local people. Thus any attempt to evict the people from the “Dry
Lands” was not met with assistance from the local authorities. It was not until the courts inter-
vened in 1795 and set up the sale price for 100 acres to be paid to the Penn Family that the issue
was settled.

Analysis of the situation indicated that Thomas Kidd was undoubtedly one of the Lu-
theran/Reformed German families that moved from Bucks County in the late 1750s and squatted
on 100 to 200 acres of the “Dry Lands.” The terminology of being taxed for the land that Tho-
mas Kidd “lived on” was in contrast to saying land that “he owned.” Tt appeared that terminology
by the tax collector was a nice way of saying he was a squatter, It would appear that if there were
controversy whether Thomas Kidd should have owned the land it would have been a problem for
him to sell it or leave it. It appeared that most families stayed on the land hoping that some reso-
lution could be made with the Penn family. It would appear that when the courts resolved the is-
sue in 1795, the Penn family could not deal with Thomas Kidd, since he had died, so they dealt
with his heirs, Benjamin and Joseph Kidd. This would be the evidence needed to accept Thomas
Kidd as the father.

One very important clue was noted in the abstracts of estates for Northampton County,
Pennsylvania,'> The orphan’s court dealt with the 1794 estate of John Sterner of Allen Township.
This was before the courts resolved the land matter between the Penn family and the squatters on
the “Dry Lands.” John Sterner had property on the “Dry Lands” bounded by lands late of Tho-
mas Kidd. This inferred that in 1794 Thomas Kidd had lands as part of the “Dry Lands,” but had
died. A year later the Penn family and their agents in America could only deal on these lands
with Benjamin and Joseph Kidd, the only logical reason being that they were the heirs of Tho-
mas Kidd.

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There is a logical explanation for Thomas Kidd and his family not applying to the North-
ampton County Orphan’s Court for an estate proceeding, If the family was financially poor, other
than the value of the disputed land, it might not have been wise legally to go to probate court
when the land involved was in dispute. Undoubtedly Thomas Kidd died and the younger sons,
Joseph and Benjamin, held a united front by staying on the property. This could explain why the
1790 census suggested that all the family members were enumerated together. Thomas Kidd un-
doubtedly died between 1790 and 1794 when John Sterner’s estate record inferred that Thomas

was deceased,

Dry Lands Ownership

In an effort to gather further evidence to prove this hypothesis, research returned to the
land records of Northampton and Lehigh counties, Pennsylvania. In later years, as the family
propetty on the “Dry Lands” was sold, undoubtedly after the early demise of Benjamin Kidd,
there could be mention of the title history of this property. If the land records mentioned that
Thomas Kidd was the original occupier of the land this hypothesis would be validated.

Research initially focused on the later deeds of Northampton County.'* There were two
deeds that involved the estate of Benjamin Kidd. In the miscellanecous deed books there were
three transactions noted. Each was tracked down and analyzed. The two deeds located in Books
E4 and ¥4 were basically guardianship accounts listing the in flow and outgo of monies. The
deeds in the miscellaneous deed books concerned the son of Benjamin Kidd, Benjamin Kidd Jr.
and his wife Juliana Young. They had moved to Sparta, Livingston County, New York. Benja-
min and Juliana Kidd were involved with settling lands that were left to her by her maternal
grandfather. These records had nothing to do with the real estate on the “Dry Lands.”

There was one Nosrthampton County, Pennsylvania deed involving Joseph Kidd in the

later years. A study of this deed in Book G5 did not concern the “Dry Lands.”

Research next turned to the deeds of Lehigh County, Pennsylvania. Lehigh County was
formed from Northampton County in 1812."° This was after the death of Benjamin Kidd. It ap-
peared that part or all of the lands owned by the Kidd family might have been included in Lehigh
County after 1812. A study of the grantor index did not show any transactions for the estate of
Benjamin Kidd. A deed for Joseph Kidd dated March 1820, did include sale of the real estate on
the “Dry Lands.” This deed was very helpful because it mentioned that Joseph Kidd and “his
brother Benjamin Kidd as tenants in common” once owned the land.'® This was a big step in
proving the hypothesis concerning the history of the “Dry Lands” and Thomas Kidd, It should be
noted that even though Thomas Kidd was not specifically mentioned, the deed did mention that
Joseph and Benjamin Kidd were tenants in common. Note that it did not say they were “owners
in common” since they undoubtedly did not own the land. Also as brothers they fit the descrip-
tion by the Penn family that they were dealing with the original occupiers of the land or their

heirs.

Summary

This research was time-consuming and tedious from the standpoint that both genealogical
research as well as historical research had to be conducted. This meant tracking down historical
information and studying books that held clues to what brought the Kidd family together in Allen
Township, Northampton County, Pennsylvania before 1800. This effort paid off since documen-
tation was located that proved that Joseph and Benjamin Kidd were indeed brothers, Evidence
also pointed to accepting that they were the sons of Thomas Kidd who had moved from Bucks
County, Pennsylvania to occupy real estate on the “Dry Lands” in Allen Township, Northampton
County, Pennsylvania in the late 1750s. The fact that Thomas Kidd was taxed as early as 1761 in
Allen Township for “lands that he lived on” helped to verify the state of his occupancy on the

“Dry Lands.” Also it verified that there was only one adult householder surnamed Kidd in all of

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Northampton County when Benjamin and Joseph Kidd would have been children. The fact that
Joseph and Benjamin Kidd appeared in the same area, on the “Dry Lands,” as the older Thomas
Kidd, is quite compelling,.

At this point the evidence in this research made it comfortable to accept Thomas Kidd as
the father of the brothers Joseph and Benjamin Kidd. There is no evidence at this point not to
accept the fact that this Thomas Kidd was the same person by that name in Hilltown, Bucks
County, Pennsylvania. The next step that should be taken is to research further into the colonial
documents of Bucks County, Pennsylvania. Further evidence needs to be gathered to solidify the
data concerning Thomas Kidd and his wife Elinor Evans. These names suggested that a German
man married a Welsh woman. The Germans and Welsh were early residents of this area. Also
data concerning the early immigration of Germans into Pennsylvania may uncover clues to the

Kidd family roots in Europe. This research will be exciting to pursue further.
